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On Profoundly Comprehending “Three Important Points” Embodied in General Secretary Xi Jinping’s Respective Speeches
in Memorial of the 110th Anniversary of Chen Yun’s Birth, Mao Zedong and Deng Xiaoping: General Secretary Xi JinPing
addressed an important speech at the symposium held by the Party Central Committee on June 12th in memorial of the 110th
anniversary of Chen Yun’s Birth.
