The Concept of the Central Government’ s Supervisory Power over the Special Administrative
Regions under the Principle of National Unity

Abstract: The central government’ s supervisory power over the special administrative regions
originates from the power order brought about by the central government’ s authorization. This
theoretical concept has triggered discussions in academia on specific issues such as the content and
methods of supervision, which reflects the lack of theoretical analysis on why supervision is necessary.
The principle of national unity, as a constitutional order in China, mainly includes three sub-principles:
unitary system, local autonomy, and better allocation of resources, which provide value guidance for the
central government’ s supervisory power over the special administrative regions. On the one hand, the
principle of national unity has led to the addition of Article 31 to the Constitution, and the central
government needs to exercise power when “necessary”; on the other hand, the principle of national
unity clarifies that the central government has a dual identity as a decision maker and participant in the
system, and must exercise different powers according to specific circumstances. As a result, the central
government’ s supervisory power over the special administrative regions performs two functions:
corrective supervision and supportive supervision. At the same time, under such guidance, the central

government’ s reactive, linked, and proactive supervision methods, written and unwritten normative
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
