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On the understanding of “Integrating Marxism with Fine Traditional Chinese Culture” : It is very important to recognize and understand the
integration of the basic tenets of Marxism and fine traditional Chinese culture. We should understand the profound significance of the integration
from the height of localizing Marxism, namely Marxism must be sinicized in a certain national form; we should understand the significance from the
perspective of strengthening the foundation of socialism with Chinese characteristics, namely we must establish firm cultural confidence in order to
build a socialist power. The explicit proposal of integrating Marxism with fine traditional Chinese culture does not mean that we did not combine
them in the past. We must be cautious enough to prevent cultural retroism, boundary blurring, and the weakening of Marxist guidance, clearly
understand the necessity and importance of promoting the creative transformation and innovative development of fine traditional Chinese culture,

and effectively stifle the infiltration of cultural retroism and the fallacy of Confucianized socialism, in order to better pass on and carry forward fine

traditional Chinese culture and more effectively and accurately adhere to integrating the basic tenets of Marxism and fine traditional Chinese

Tightening Political Activities Within the CPC in the New Era: Practical Exploration and Basic Experience: Since the new era, the CPC,
based on the important changes in conditions, tasks, and the intra—party situation, has given prominence to tightening political activities within the
Party and strictly enforced the Party’s political discipline and political rules.

They are related to
Marx’ s Eastern clues in deciphering the historical code of capitalism, and respectively correspond to the triple negative feedback of the
Eastern world to capitalism: the dual containment of commercial capital and employment relations by the patriarchal land system and the
hierarchical interaction system; the direct destruction or indirect backlash of the Eastern social and political crises against the Western
capitalist economic system and institutional model; and the “colonial ruins” and “commune ruins” of the Eastern countries contain a shortcut

to communism. By portraying the capitalist “impression of the East”, Marx not only enriched the regional material for understanding the
history of capitalist development, but also unearthed the wide—area evidence for foreseeing the realization of communism, highlighting the
global significance of the proletarian revolutions in the East.

Lenin’ s Thoughts on the Qualities of the Core Organization of Proletarian Revolutionaries: Lenin’s systemaltic elaboration on the qualities
that the core organization of proletarian revolutionaries should have and on the relationship between “the core organization of proletarian
revolutionaries” and “the relationship between proletarian revolutionaries” constituted the idea about proletarian revolutionaries and the core
organization of proletarian revolutionaries. The core organization of proletarian revolutionaries should be composed of professional revolutionaries
who are cultured, talented, experienced and have been tested; a fighting revolutionary party needs strong and authoritative leadership, when
professional revolutionaries are the “core” of the new proletarian party; The present era witnesses the “two major situations” of the great change
unseen in a century and the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation.
