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Highlighting Studies in Socialist Political Economicst: Political economics, as one of the three main components of Marxism and the theoretical basis for a
scientific socialism, has long grasped considerable attention from CPC and its leadership. On Nov. 2015, General Secretary Xi Jin—ping hosted a learning—
conference for the Political Bureau on the issues concerning socialist political economics. Many a time General Secretary Xi talked of the great
significance of in—depth studies on Contemporary Chinese Marxism Political Economics. The three spheres of contemporary era, China and Marxist
socialist political economics, proposed by General Secretary Xi, successfully widened up the scope of political economic studies. Reform, production
relations and their mechanism modification are the main objects for current studies of socialist political economics. And a desirable performance of market
economy serves as the crossover between reform practice and political economic theories . (Yuan En-zhen)

Adhering to the Predominance of Marxist Political Economics: On the Mainstream Economics in Contemporary Chinat: While hosting a learning conference
on Marxist political economics for the Political Bureau, General Secretary Xi Jin—ping emphasized “Marxist Political Economy is a main part of Marxism and
our compulsory lesson for adhering to and developing Marxism”, intrinsically highlighting the predominance and guidance of Marxist political economics in
contemporary China. Recent years witnessed a popular idea that the so—called mainstream economics in contemporary China refers to western economics for
its  “universality” in an attempt to replace Marxist political economics with western economics in terms of predominance. This involves major issues like
whether to uphold the predominant status of Marxist political economics and whether to adhere to the guidance of the political economics with Chinese
characteristics. Meanwhile, it is also concerned with the direction and prospect of the disciplinary construction of Chinese economics. Consequently,
economics circles have to give deliberate reply rather than regard it as unimportant. (Chen Bo-geng and Chen Cheng-ming)

Three Issues of Promoting the Comprehensive Innovation in the Disciplinary System of Marxism Political Economicst: General Secretary Xi Jin—ping has
repeatedly highlighted “developing Chinese Marxism Political Economics” on various occasions and put forward clear—cut requirements for theoretical
innovation in  “Socialist Political Economics with Chinese characteristics”, which calls for an all -rounded collection of the insights and thoughts
accumulated through theoretical exploration in the course of the reform and opening—up, so as to build up a complete theoretical system and bring about
the comprehensive innovation in the disciplinary system of Marxism Political Economics. Hence, comprehensively understanding the phrasal features and
the status quo of the development of Political Economics as well as promoting the all-rounded innovation in the disciplinary system of Marxism Political
Economics firstly requires the adherence to Marxist ideological methods and style of “seeking truth and reality, and being pragmatic”, innovatively
integrating  “Chinese elements” into the conceptual terms and category within the disciplinary system of Marxism Political Economics. Secondly,
breakthroughs shall be made in the contents and manifestation forms of production force and production relations on the basis of upholding rudimentary
principles for Marxist historical materialism methodology. Thirdly, we should also contemplate innovating the system of other economics disciplines during
the comprehensive innovation in the disciplinary system of Marxism Political Economics.

On the Tssues Concerning the Sinicization of Marx’s Income Distribution Theory: Given the determining role of social demand in value distribution and
application, Marx’s relevant arguments still cast a light on studying the value distribution and application of social products in our current society. In this
sense, GNP increase and structural transformation fundamentally lies in three major demand-boosting forces, namely ultimate spending, the gross capital
formation and net export of commodity and service. For primary distribution of national income, we shall balance the trilateral relations between employees,
enterprises and the state, and take the benefits of three sides into consideration. For national income redistribution, we shall not only highlight the writings of
classical authors but also make good use of corresponding leverage and mechanism. And for national income over—distribution, we shall estimate our strength,
avoid huge fiscal deficits, excessive currency issue, over-rated inflation, and strictly restrain non-structural price surge. (Yang Sheng-ming)

On the New Advancement in Domestic Theories of Socialist Public Ownership Since the Reform and Opening—up: Since the reform and opening—up, we
have distinguishedly innovated and proficiently developed Marxist socialist public ownership. Those achievements include propounding rudimentary
economic institutions for the initial stage of socialism, proposing the concept of practising socialist market economy by combining socialist public
ownership with market economy, putting forward effective means to combine socialist public ownership with market economy, and suggesting the desirable
relations between public and non—public businesses on the initial stage of socialism.( Guo Fei and Zhao Xiao—feng)

On Practicing “Five Development Concepts” by Developing and Expanding the Advantages of State—Owned Enterprises: At the Fifth Plenary Session of the
Eighteenth Central Committee of the Communist Party of China, General Secretary Xi Jinping highlighted “Five Development Concepts” of innovation,
coordination, environment—friendliness, openness, sharing. They centrally reflect the development strategy, direction and focus for the 13th five—year plan
period and even longer. “Five Concepts” also collectively condense our development experiences of the last 30 years of the reform and opening—up, and
suggest CPC’s new understanding of China’s law of development. To carry out “Five Concepts” and achieve in—depth reform calls for people’s painstaking
efforts under the leadership of the Party, playing out the fundamental institutional advantages of socialist, and maximizing the dominant role of state—owned
enterprises. As referring to this concern, we shall abandon the Neo—-Liberalist view of denying state—owned enterprises, converge the consensus of the mass
through localized Marxism, and drum up state—owned enterprises to become stronger, better, and larger during the 13th five—year plan period and even longer.

On Three Issues Concerning the Economic Development During the 13th Five—Year Plan: There come three concerns worthy of attention as to economic
development during the 13th five—year plan period. First, boosting economy in a high speed conforms with the rule of tertiary industry evolution, rule of
economic development as well as realities in China. The second refers to upgrading manufacturing to medium and high level and stepping into a service—
industry—dominating stage. The decreasing proportion of equipment manufacturing doesn’t indicate its demise, whereas its revitalization carries great weight
for major powers. The third highlights “Five Development Concepts”, namely the development of innovation, coordination, environment —friendliness,
openness, sharing. “Five Concepts” enrich and enhance The Scientific Outlook on Development, carrying great significance for our future development. (Hu
